The direction we are now 
pursuing regarding living 
with wolves is a great 
place to start this effort.”

Wildlife managers in Montana,
Idaho, and Wyoming also need 
to develop reasonable wolf 
management plans. Like elk, 
bears and other native species,
wolves should be managed as
a valuable wildlife resource, 
and not needlessly killed.
Responsible management 
plans need to bring everyone 
to the table, use the best 
available science, and keep 
the wolf population healthy 
for many decades to come. 

THE BOTTOM LINE:
The liberal killing of wolves 
in some western states 
risks pushing wolves back
towards extermination 
and federal intervention.
